Call to order
· President Princina Drazan called the meeting to order at 3:10.

· The purpose of this meeting is to discuss the CIP recommendation to relocate the Early Learning Center from RCES to JLES in 2010.

Tami Truland Presentation

Tami read her response to an email that was sent urging JLES parents to write letters to the Board of Ed protesting the ELC move.  She supports the move to JLES, and wanted to ensure the Executive Board heard her concerns.
Wendy Putnam Presentation
Wendy pointed out that JLES will be over-capacity at 66 kids in 2010, separate from the ELC coming.  Currently JLES is 25 over capacity and we have 2 portables.  ELC coming will give us at least 1 more portable.  Concern with how much research was done prior to this recommendation, since all the work on the construction Feasibility Study was not part of the recommendation.  We are happy to have a Special Needs program at JLES, just bring a smaller one here.  For example, the Autism program is only 2 classrooms.
Discussion

A parent suggested a compromise might be to phase in the ELC program, by “grandfathering” in the students.  Letting existing students graduate from RCES, and only new students start at JLES.

Princina Drazan, PTA President, noted that the PTA doesn’t have an official position because she didn’t want to call a vote infront of the MCPS representatives at the Tuesday PTA meeting.  Plus, such a request must come from the floor.  However, the Exec Board can declare a position for the PTA, if it votes to do so.

The Exec Board decided they want to vote to determine if they will take a position, and they will vote by ballot.  It was noted by a parent that the Exec Board may not be representative of the whole PTA.

Motion was made and seconded to hold a vote:  Does the JLES PTA want to take a position regarding the Superintendent’s 2009-2014 CIP recommendation as it relates to JLES? 

8 voted yes, 3 voted no.  Principal’s representative abstained from all voting procedures.  PTA President declared that she would vote to break any tie.  
Motion was made and seconded to hold another vote:  Does the JLES PTA support the Superintendent’s 2009-2014 CIP recommendation as it relates to JLES?

7 voted no, 3 voted yes.

Motion was made and seconded to vote on amending Superintendent Weast’s CIP recommendation to stipulate a smaller program that could be contained at JLES.  “Should the JLES PTA ask the MCPS Board of Education to amend the Superintendent’s 2009-2014 Capital Improvements Program recommendation as it relates to JLES by assigning a special needs program that JLES can accommodate within its current infrastructure without the need for additional portables?”
8 voted yes, 0 voted no.

Votes to be ratified on Wednesday, November 14 at 5:00 -- due to scheduling conflicts of various Bd. members.

Meeting was adjourned at 4:15 pm.
